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PUBLIC FORUM: CLIMATE CHANGE, LAND MANAGEMENT & 
AGRICULTURE 
 

On August 17, Professor Ross Garnaut of the Garnaut Climate Change Review will host the first 
of a series of public forums to provide opportunities for discussion of research and policy on 
particular challenges posed by climate change at regional, national and international levels.  The 
public forum is an opportunity for experts and the public to contribute to the work of the Review. 

The first of the public forms will focus on the implications that climate change will have for 
agriculture, forestry and land management. 

The forum will also examine how different agriculture sectors will be affected by climate change, 
how management of soil, fertilisers or livestock can help to tackle climate change and whether 
agriculture and forestry can be part of an emissions trading scheme. 

The forum will be held in at Storey Hall, RMIT Building 16, 342 Swanston Street, Melbourne.

Professor Ross Garnaut was commissioned by the Australian States and Territories on 30 April 
2007 to undertake the Garnaut Climate Change Review.  It is the first comprehensive study into 
the economic impacts of climate change for Australia. The terms of the commission invited the 
Commonwealth to participate in the review and the Leader of the Federal Opposition announced 
that the Commonwealth would join the review if he became Prime Minister.  

The Garnaut Climate Change Review – covering similar ground to the United Kingdom’s Stern 
Review, but with a focus on Australia – will examine the impacts of climate change on Australian 
jobs and the economy, and recommend mid-term to long-term policies to achieve sustainable 
prosperity in the context of tendencies towards human-induced global warming. 

Future forums around the country will discuss such topics as international engagement on climate 
change, financial services and climate change, and alternative energy technologies.  Details of 
future public forums will appear on the above website.
